Calia: a eighth year student Grigoryeva Tatyana
Artem: a ninth year student Kozhevnikova Maria
Calia: a tenth grade student Vasilchikov Artem
Artem: an eleventh year student Fyodorov Vadim.
 The Counting Commission to keep score in the competition includes Alexander Valentinivich Bovin
Calia: By the way, we forgot to mention that today’s contest involves the participants of two age groups –elementary school children and the middle and high school students. 

Artem: The participants had to draw lots to get the number under which to perform. 

Calia: The pupils of elementary school are going to be the first, then the pupils of the middle and high school follow them. 

Artem: Well, the most exciting moment is approaching and we… 
(together.)  Pronounce our contest open.
Calia: According to the draw, the first contestants are the fourth year students with a song SUNNY

Artem: Did you like the song, Galia?

Artem: What happens next we will learn from the remix presented by the fifth year students.

Artem:  Thanks , well done! And now the youngest participants in the contest are coming on stage.
Calia:  They are singing “Twinkle, Twinkle Little Star”

Artem:  They are like tiny stars that have lit up our hall.
Galia: Though they are young, this is a serious claim to become winners. What would the judges say? 
Artem:  Thank you, little stars. Who is the next to perform?
Galia:  The third year students with a song 
“Lion Sleeps tonight”

Artem: I am not sure which presentation to choose. I like them all. Judges, your decision, please!.
Galia:  Well, while the points are being counted we will enjoy the dance.

Artem: So judges, could you announce the results of the competition?

Galia: It is obvious that the students of the_______ form have won with a considerable advantage. Thank you, judges and Alexander Valentinovich
(со сцены убирается экран и ставятся микрофоны)
Artem:  Now we invite the next age group.
Galia:  Within this group the first performers will be the students from the seventh form with a song “Hit the Road, Jack”.

Artem: Galia, I don’t understand whether she has thrown him away or not.
Galia:  Of course, she has!
Artem: What for?
Galia:  Listen, Artem, this is not important at the moment. The really important thing is the points that the children will get for this wonderful performance.
Artem:  Most honored judges, please, estimate this performance. Our next contestants’ song includes the word “danger”. Galia, do you think that this song is about a disaster?
Galia:  Oh, no! It just means that a real life always involves some danger and it does not necessarily imply any disaster. Let us listen to the performers.
Artem:  So, the eighth year students are going to sing “Living in Danger”
