

Dear friends, we are very glad to see you here. And our party is dedicated to the greatest play writer in the world literature; William Shakespeare. You will listen to some facts of W.Shakespeare’s biography and the time when he lived and worked.(Приложение 1)
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Он родился 23го апреля, 1564 года. Его отец был успешным торговцем. В семье было 8 детей. Вильям был третьим ребенком.Место рождения Шекспира на улице Хенли. Джон Шекспир жил и держал свой магазин в этом доме. В этом доме родились его восемь детей. Двое из них умерли в детстве.Когда Вильяму было только 18, он женился на Анне Хатавей. Коттедж Анны  Хатавей находится в миле от Стрэдфорда, где она родилась в 1556 году и жила до тех пор пока не вышла замуж за В.Шекспира.  Три года спустя в 1587, молодой Шекспир, который уже имел трех детей, поехал в Лондон потому что хотел стать актером. В Лондоне Шекспир начал играть и писать пьесы и вскоре стал важным членом хорошо известной труппы. Его мечты стали реальностью.Он работал актером. Но он и его друзья не имели своего собственного театра , поэтому они построили театр и назвали его «Глобус». Большинство его пьес разыгрывалось в новом театре «Глобус» на побережье реки Темзы. На главной двери есть надпись: «Весь мир – это сцена».В 1613 году он прекратил писать и переехал жить в Страдфорт, где и умер в 1616. Это место где находится дом и где умер Шекспир, существует до сих пор. Это был большой дом купленный Вильямом Шекспиром для своей семьи, когда все еще был в Лондоне. Здесь он провел последние годы жизни. Посетители приезжают в Стредфорд восхищаться красотой церкви и почтить память. Интересно, что он умер в День Своего Рождения, 23 апреля, 1616.Шекспир написал 154 сонета, посвященных другу и его «темной леди». Они очень популярны и переведены на различные языки, также и на русский язык.Другой памятник Шекспиру – это Королевский Театр Шекспира. Существующее здание было сконструировано в 1932. Первое здание открылось на День Рождения Шекспира в 1879 и сгорело в 1926 году. «Быть или не быть, вот в чем вопрос». Это высказывание знакомо всем, но не все знают о существовании других высказываний Шекспира.
